Commercial wineries making an unremarkable product are on paper today indistinguishable from
a terroir worker making a unique drink. Are these vineyards so terrible that something like this is born on
them? In fact, the usual phrases that winemakers utter to tourists and journalists have nothing to do with
reality. The maximum that is born in the vineyard is grapes, which can be anything. Like a person, it is
not enough to “give birth” to wine, it must be placed in the right conditions, brought up. A boring,
envious, frightened neurotic with a miserable outlook on life is also the result of "born in the vineyard."

Of course, wine is not born in the vineyard. Wine is born in the head of the winemaker, as an idea,
as a concept, as the sum of experience and personal perception, multiplied by what the winemaker wants
to give to the world. The “family winemaking” that has set the teeth on edge is not a salvation for wine. A
son who stupidly makes wine according to his father's recipe - without rethinking, without introducing his
own - is worthy of regret.
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“Expressing the terroir” is not enough justification for the existence of wine today. Two different
winemakers will express it differently. Yes, and the concept of terroir today is so blurred that you can call
it anything - from steep shale slopes to sloping sandy hills. It's not about the hills. One will stupidly peck
at the gates of “traditions”, the other will make wine with the understanding that someone else will have
to drink it. And not just to someone, but to certain people.

“What the market wants” is the most terrible definition of the essence of winemaking: dead eyes
without the right to reflection. Here you should not expect the expansion of the pupils and the surprise of
the taste buds.

They say that great wine is born only from healthy berries. Not a fact, because it's a cliché. Berries
overexposed on the vine in Puglia, from which concentrated tanned liquor is made, are also healthy
grapes. An insult to the old vines of the region is when they try to “improve” their product based on
inertial trends and reactionary views. Entire regions make wines that are "sold". They, too, were born in
the vineyard. Commercial success is by no means a sign of "quality," another buzzword that no one
knows the meaning of. And he, the meaning is subjective.

Winemakers are just as potential victims of a creative crisis as any other artists. You can stamp
"under the market", you can suffer in search of your own path. And you can not suffer, but do it easily
and simply. Some people don't know how.

Wine is not born in a vineyard. And in the head of the winemaker. As an idea, as a concept, as a
thought.
