An Agronomist

Features of the profession

Along with the skills of a good manager, an agronomist should also be well versed in natural
processes, good knowledge of biology, chemistry, be able to adequately respond to rapidly changing
conditions. And most importantly - to love nature, otherwise nothing. The agronomist must constantly
learn, write professional periodicals, improve in the profession.

After all, both the chemical industry and machine building do not stand still. In large farms, the
agronomist is the number one figure.

Agronomist can not be allergic, since it is not cabinet work, and will have to constantly be in the
field, where to contact pollen, dust, chemicals. Also, this work is not suitable for those who "crumbles",
having drenched their feet or standing for a while in the wind. Work is hard physically, working day is
not standardized. In addition, in our country, agronomists often earn little. The salary of an agronomist in
Russia is from 10 thousand to 30 thousand rubles. There may be some financial support from the state in
the form of premiums or grants, but it will not make an agronomist a wealthy person. But the demand for
such specialists was and always will be, with any power, during any crisis. Here there is no place for a
white collar, but the results of labor are visible, there is a sense of the importance of their business.

How to become an agronomist

They prepare agronomists, both universities and technical schools and colleges, and it is
impossible to say with certainty that the first option is better. Already student practice of the agronomist
can show which of the students is good for. Sometimes a graduate of a technical school, hardworking and
in love with his work, turns out to be not the worst, or even the best specialist, than a graduate of a
university. In addition, it is possible to limit oneself to the courses of agronomists, if a related specialty
has already been obtained: a biologist, a veterinarian, a livestock specialist.

Agronomic classification of field crops

Agronomically, field crops are most often grouped according to the way in which they are used.

Some of our crop plants have several uses; for example, corn is most often grown as a grain crop,
but it is also known as one of the most productive forage crops. Another example is soybeans that are
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most often produced as an oil crop, but they are also grown as a hay or green manure crops. The most
common agronomic classification divides field crops into the following main groups:

1. Cereals or grain crops. The most important grain crops are wheat, corn, barley, oats, rye, rice,
sorghum and millets. Grain crops are mainly used as bread crops and as concentrates in feeding livestock.
They are well adapted to machine harvesting and processing. All of them are annuals, producing seed in
the year of sowing.

2. Large — seeded legumes. The legumes grown for seed are field peas, field beans and soybeans.
The edible legumes are widely grown by man since they are a very important source of protein. The
growing of legumes is very useful for improving soil fertility.

3. Root crops. Crops known as root crops are cultivated for their enlarged nutritious root. The
most widely grown root crops are vegetable crops used as human food. They are carrots, radishes, beets
and others.

4. Forage crops. These are crops used as feed for animals in a fresh or preserved form. Forage
crops including grasses, legumes and some other crops are cultivated and used for hay, pasture and silage.

5. Tuber crops. The most important tuber crop cultivated throughout the world is potatoes. A tuber
is not a root, it is a shirt thickened underground stem. Like root crops tubers are biennials, but people
grow them as annuals.

6. Fibre crops. As the name shows, these crops are grown for their fibre which is used in making
clothes or for different purposes in industry. Almost all fibre crops produce seed containing valuable oil
use either as human food or as industrial material. The fibre crops cotton, flax and hemp are of great
importance for man.

Some other groups of field crops can be named such as sugar crops, drug crops, oil crops, etc.
